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Dr. Tsuneichi Fujiyama succeeded in producing carbide* for the �rst time in 







T he Omi Plant manufactures cement and 

chemical products from limestone. During these 

manufacturing processes, the generation of CO2 is 

unavoidable, which poses a major challenge in terms 

of reducing emission volumes. Thus far, it has taken 

numerous measures to conserve energy and reduce 

the environmental burden. As a new measure, carbon 

recycling technologies such as CCU*1 that separates, 

collects, and effectively uses the CO2 generated during 

manufacturing will be essential. The Omi Plant is also 

currently examining technologies for converting the 

CO2 in exhaust gases into inorganic chemicals and 

other products to utilize it.

At the same time, the reduction of environmental 

burdens is a challenge for all of society. Denka is striv-

ing to develop environmentally friendly products that 

will reduce GHGs. One such product is the carboniza-

tion agent LEAF. This product was developed using 

calcium waste from the plant as a raw material based 

on the cement and special cement additive technolo-

gies that Denka has cultivated over the years. During
